Steel Anchors

WARNING!

1. Always inspect the canopy and each part before use. Make sure that everything is tightly
secured.

2. After installation, the canopy should be anchored to prevent damage and possible injury. It is
the user’s responsibility to properly anchor the product.

STEP 1 ATTACH ROPES TO TOP

Tie ropes to the top at the lower exterior grommet points.These
exterior grommet points are located near the top of each leg.

STEP 2 PLACEMENT OF ANCHORS

Theses anchors are not to be put into solid grounds like asphalt,
concrete or wood. Place the anchors into the ground, making sure that
the ropes can be tied to the eyelet of the anchor. Using a downward
and clockwise motion, drill the anchor into the ground until it is secure.

STEP 3 SECURE ROPES

Tie the ropes to the eyelet of the anchor.
